Student Art Talent Contest
(Two Dimensional)

Purpose:  To encourage  the creativity of our Youth and the interest in the landmarks, history and natural wonders of the State of California.  The contest is open to all students in grades 9 through 12 in any school in California.  Enrollment in an art class is not required. 
Subjects:  According to the "THEME" of the current Grand President, an original depiction of California native plants and/or wild life, or an event or people that are part of California history or a California landmark are acceptable.  The subject may be anywhere in California.  Any photograph entered must have been taken by the student within two years prior to the contest deadline.

The artwork must be accompanied by an entry form that includes a brief description of the subject and the reason it is a significant historical landmark or historical event or period in California history.

Limit is ONE entry per student.

Size requirements of entry, before framing or matting: Minimum Image size = 4 inches by 6 inches

Minimum framed size = 8 inches by 10 inches      Maximum framed size = 36 inches by 36 inches

Preparation for exhibit:

All images need one completed copy of the entry form attached to the back. (Two copies for entry.)
All art works must be READY TO HANG, NO EXCEPTIONS!!!  This means properly matted and/or framed and wired. If glass is needed, you must use PLEXI-GLASS or clear acrylic, not real glass.
Acrylic and oil paintings do not need to be framed, unless there are staples showing, but show to better advantage if they are framed.  If unframed, edges must be painted and presentable.  

Images must be representational and easily identifiable.  Artworks not representing the good spirit of the contest, as determined by the Committee, will not be accepted.  

Student Photography Contest
Purpose:  To encourage  the creativity of our Youth and the interest in the landmarks, history and natural wonders of the State of California.  The contest is open to all students in grades 9 through 12 in any school in California.  Enrollment in an art class is not required. 
Subjects:  According to the "THEME" of the current Grand President, an original depiction of California native plants and/or wild life, or an event or people that are part of California history or a California landmark are acceptable.  The subject may be anywhere in California.  Any photograph entered must have been taken by the student within two years prior to the contest deadline.

Limit is ONE entry per student.

Preparation for exhibit:

All images need one completed copy of the entry form attached to the back.

All works must be READY TO HANG. NO EXCEPTIONS!!! 

Photographs need to be securely and appropriately matted and framed, using PLEXI-GLASS, not real glass.

Size requirements of prints (excluding borders, matting or framing): 

Minimum image size = 3 inches by 3 inches
Maximum image size = 11inches by 14 inches

Minimum framed size = 8 inches by 10 inches
Maximum framed size = 36 inches by 36 inches

Images may be In color or black and white.  

Photographs must be realistic and the subject easily identifiable.  Photographs not representing the good spirit of the contest, as determined by the Committee, will not be accepted.

SATC Juror Guidelines and Awards
Each subordinate parlor may sponsor a local Fine Art Contest and/or Photography Contest and award prizes or certificates as the subordinate parlor budget provides.  There will be a local, outside guest juror to select the artworks best suited for awards at both the local and state levels using a rubric with the below criteria. 

· adherence to theme (35% possible) 

· creativity (25% possible) 

· composition (25% possible)

· workmanship (20%) possible

Only the first place local parlor contest winners' works are submitted in the Grand Parlor competition at the Grand Parlor Annual Meeting in June 2011, from the subordinate parlor local contests.

Please call at least 24 hours in advance to arrange for your drop off and pick-up to (Contact person and phone number.)  The pick-up date is (date of presentation or by special arrangement), except for first place winners, whose works will be delivered to the state level NDGW contest.  All winners will be invited to attend a presentation of awards at the (Month, day meeting at ADDRESS). MEMBERS CREATIVE ART EXHIBIT

Purpose :  of the Creative Arts Exhibit is to give Members an opportunity to share their talent with our Order and to honor the Grand President by portraying the special theme of THEME for her term.  The exhibit is open to all members of the Native Daughters of the Golden West.


Category 1 - Member Fine Art - two dimensional

Category 2 - Member Photography - standard, digital, manipulated

Category 3 - Member Fine Art - Three Dimensional

Category 4 - Member Fine Craft
Guide Lines:  All entries in the Member Creative Arts Exhibit must in some way portray the special theme selected by the Grand President for her term.

Entries may include any method utilizing any medium or process.  The entry must have been made by a Member of the Native Daughters of the Golden West, and must have been completed within two years of the contest deadline.  

Limit is TWO entries this year per member. Grand Parlor Art Exhibit Participation Fees of $15 per entry must be submitted to the Grand Parlor Office postmarked by April 30.  (Designate these fees for this event.) SORRY, NO LATE ENTRIES ACCEPTED! There shall be no minimum size requirements; maximum size shall be limited to items that can easily be handled by one person.

All works, entries and digital images and entry forms must be submitted to Darlene Boyd (darleneboyd@darleneboyd.com) by April 30.  
Digital files need to be a clear image of only the work (no-little background or environmental information), between 1 MB to 2 MB in size and formatted as .jpeg, .tiff or .psd

· label digital image files with the artist's name (first and last name), title of the piece, and size of piece for easy identification and planning purposes. 

All entries must be delivered to the display room on the registration day of GP in June 11 a.m. to 6 p.m.  Pick-up will be on last day of GP between 1 p.m. to 4 p.m. Announcement of winners to the Grand Parlor will be during the awards presentations.  

One entry from each of the three categories will be selected as Best of Show for that category by an impartial Juror from a reputable Art source in the area.  A form will be posted whereby GPAM attendees can vote or make comment. Each Best of Show winner will receive a ribbon.  All participants will receive a Certificate of Participation.  Any special awards, honoraria or incentives in the Member Division shall be funded by voluntary contributions.
Members need not be present at the Grand Parlor Annual Meeting to enter the exhibit.  Each Member is responsible for the arrangement for delivery and pick-up of their entry.
