It may be marked or unmarked and located anywhere in California and California history; original illustration of an event or a person or people, real or symbolic, and must portray an historical event or period in California. The artwork must be accompanied by an entry form that includes a brief description of the subject and the reason it is a state landmark, historical event or period in California. The entry may be prepared in class, with suggestions and input from others, but the artwork must be her/his own. 

Our criteria for the photography category was any historic site, park, natural monument (i.e.: Redwood or Joshua Trees, etc.), formation (i.e.: mountain range, desert dune, coastal outcrop, etc.) flora or fauna that contributes to the natural beauty of California. 
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The theme from our Grand President, Alice Forbes, this year was "Connect, Communicate, Change," which is also factored into the judging.
